Tournament Rules 
1. The Tournament will be played according to the rules of the ITF. 
2. All players must have IPIN membership (register at ipin.itftennis.com). 
3. All matches, including finals, will be played „best-of-three“. 

At 6 games all, the tie-break-system will be applied. 
4. In the event of continues bad weather some matches will be played on the 

indoor courts of the Hessen Tennis Association Offenbach (Rebound Ace - outdoor shoes). 
5. The match arrangements will be announced the evening before. 
6. The players must report to the Tournament Management 15 minutes before each match. 
7. All participants must be ready to play by 9:30 a.m. on Tuesday 8th of June 2010. 

Qualifying starts on Sunday 6th of June 2010 at 9:00 a.m. 
8. Each participant must be prepared to act as umpire when requested. 
9. On-Court Penalty Points will be issued against a player for any unsportsmanlike behaviour in 

accordance with the ITF Code of Conduct. 
10. Insurance (in case of sickness or accident) is a matter of own responsibility of the participant. 
 
Turnierbestimmungen 
1. Es wird nach den Regeln der ITF gespielt. 
2. Alle Spieler müssen eine IPIN haben (Anmeldung über: ipin.itftennis.com). 
3. Alle Wettspiele incl. der Finalspiele werden auf zwei Gewinnsätze gespielt. Beim Spielstand von 

6:6 wird in allen Sätzen nach dem Tie-break-System weitergespielt. 
4. Bei anhaltend schlechtem Wetter können einzelne Spiele in die Tennishalle des Schulungs- und 

Leistungszentrum des Hessischen Tennis-Verbandes verlegt werden 
(Rebound Ace-Belag - saubere Freiplatzschuhe ). 

5. Die Spielpläne werden jeweils am Vorabend bekannt gegeben. 
6. Die Teilnehmer melden sich 15 Minuten vor dem angesetzten Spielbeginn bei der Turnierleitung. 
7. Alle Teilnehmer müssen ab Dienstag, 8. Juni 2010, 9.30 Uhr spielbereit sein. 

Qualifikation ab Sonntag, 6. Juni 2010, 9.00 Uhr. 
8. Jeder Spieler ist verpflichtet, das Amt des Schiedsrichters zu übernehmen. 
9. Unsportliches und undiszipliniertes Verhalten auf den Tennisplätzen wird gemäß dem 

„Code of Conduct” der ITF bestraft. 
10. Versicherung (Krankheit, Unfall) ist Sache der Teilnehmer.
